The Rogers Centre in Toronto is a must-visit landmark for any sports fan! Home to the Toronto Blue Jays, this
iconic stadium features a fully retractable roof, making it a fantastic venue for any weather. With its state-of-
the-art facilities, you'll enjoy panoramic views of the city skyline, cutting-edge technology, and a vibrant
atmosphere that makes every game unforgettable!

Below are some important details to know before you go. We want to ensure you have the best experience
possible & :

BAG POLICY
e Bags are discouraged and will be subject to a security search prior to entry
e Only bags smaller than 16” x 16” x 8” are permitted into the ballpark

CASHLESS PAYMENT ONLY
e The Rogers Centre now only accepts cashless payments throughout the ballpark
e Reverse ATMs are available in Section 110 (Jays Shop) and at Sections 141 and 508 — these machines
allow fans to convert cash into pre-loaded cards for cashless transactions

FOOD & BEVERAGE

e Fans may bring outside food into the ballpark as long as the items are wrapped, bagged, or left inside a
container to avoid spillage

e Food containers must comply with bag policy (soft-sided and small enough to fit under the seat)

e Plastic bottles and/or cans holding 600ml or less of non-alcoholic beverages are permitted in Rogers
Centre

e Fans are strictly prohibited from bringing outside alcohol inside Rogers Centre
